Thank you for participating in the Hollis Early Learning Program’s Child Check program.  The purpose of this screening is to assess your child’s general development and to determine the need for additional evaluations.

The DIAL-3 (Developmental Indicators of the Assessment of Learning-3) is an individually administered screening test, which assesses three skill areas.  A description of each of the three areas tested is presented below:

Motor Area:  measures fine and gross motor skills such as writing name, cutting and copying.

Concept Area:  measures pre-academic skills such as positioning, identifying concepts, sorting and counting.  

Language Area:  measures language skills such as articulation, labeling words, problem-solving and sentence length.

The screening visit will take approximately 45 minutes.  During that time, your child is with the preschool team, we will ask you to complete a questionnaire while waiting in the school lobby.  It may be helpful to prepare your child by explaining that they will be visiting a school to work with some teachers.  It is likely that there will be one or two other children visiting at the same time.  We suggest that you present the visit as a special, fun day.
